CHILD LABOUR (PROHIBITION AND REGULATION) ACT, 2016
1. Meaning
The Child Labour (Prohibition and Regulation) Act, 2016 is an Indian law enacted to prohibit the employment of children in certain occupations and regulate work conditions for adolescents. It aims to eliminate child labour and ensure the welfare and education of children.
Definition of Child:
· Any person below 14 years of age is considered a child under this Act.
· Adolescents are defined as persons between 14–18 years.

2. Salient Features
1. Prohibition of Child Labour
· Employment of children below 14 years in all hazardous occupations is strictly prohibited.
· Employment of children in non-hazardous occupations is restricted to certain conditions, mainly outside school hours.
2. Regulation of Adolescents’ Work
· Adolescents (14–18 years) cannot be employed in hazardous occupations.
· They are allowed to work only in non-hazardous occupations under regulated conditions, including working hours.
3. Focus on Education
· Children prohibited from work are entitled to free education under the Right to Education Act, 2009.
· Measures to rehabilitate children removed from work are included.
4. Hazardous Occupations and Processes
· Mining, manufacturing, factories, explosives, and other occupations considered dangerous to health, safety, or morals of children.
5. Penalties for Violation
· Employers violating the Act face fines and imprisonment, ensuring strict enforcement.
6. Implementation Mechanism
· Labour Inspectors and Child Labour Technical Advisory Committee monitor and enforce the law.
· Emphasis on inspection, awareness, and rehabilitation programmes.

RIGHT TO INFORMATION (RTI) ACT, 2005
1. Meaning
The Right to Information Act, 2005 is an Indian law that empowers citizens to access information held by public authorities.
· It promotes transparency, accountability, and good governance.
· Citizens can seek information regarding policies, decisions, and functioning of government bodies.

2. Salient Features
1. Right to Information
· Every citizen has the right to request information from public authorities.
· Public authorities are obliged to provide information promptly.
2. Public Authorities Covered
· Central and State Government departments
· Local authorities (Panchayats, Municipalities)
· Government-funded organizations
3. Exemptions
· Information that affects national security, sovereignty, strategic interests
· Personal information that would invade privacy
· Sensitive commercial or financial information
4. Time-bound Response
· Information must be provided within 30 days of the request.
· In cases involving life and liberty, 48 hours is the maximum response time.
5. Central and State Information Commissions
· Central Information Commission (CIC) and State Information Commissions (SICs)
· Handle appeals, complaints, and enforcement of the Act
6. Penalties for Non-Compliance
· Officers failing to provide information can face monetary penalties and disciplinary action.

SUPPRESSION OF IMMORAL TRAFFIC IN WOMEN AND GIRLS (AMENDMENT) ACT
1. Meaning
The Suppression of Immoral Traffic in Women and Girls (SITA) Act is an Indian law aimed at preventing human trafficking for commercial sexual exploitation and protecting women and girls from exploitation.
· The Act was originally enacted in 1956 and has been amended to strengthen provisions against trafficking and exploitation.

2. Salient Features of the Amendment Act
1. Definition of Trafficking Expanded
· Covers all forms of commercial sexual exploitation of women and girls, including brothels, prostitution, and trafficking for sexual purposes.
2. Stricter Punishments
· Enhanced penalties and imprisonment for offenders involved in trafficking, exploitation, and abetment.
3. Protection and Rehabilitation
· Provides for rehabilitation, shelter homes, and counseling for rescued women and girls.
· Focus on social reintegration and vocational training.
4. Law Enforcement Powers
· Police and authorities are empowered to investigate, arrest, and prosecute traffickers effectively.
5. Victim-Centric Approach
· Emphasizes safety, dignity, and human rights of victims rather than penalizing the exploited women.

. THE IMMORAL TRAFFIC (PREVENTION) ACT, 1956 (ITPA)
Meaning
· The ITPA, 1956 is an Indian law enacted to prevent trafficking of women and girls for commercial sexual exploitation and protect their dignity.
Key Features
1. Prohibition of trafficking – Makes it illegal to recruit, transport, or harbor women and girls for prostitution.
2. Punishment for offenders – Includes imprisonment and fines.
3. Rescue and rehabilitation – Provides for shelter, counseling, and rehabilitation of victims.
4. Law enforcement – Police and authorities empowered to investigate, arrest, and prosecute.

2. ITPA (AMENDMENT) ACT, 1986
Key Features of the Amendment
1. Broadened scope – Covers all forms of commercial sexual exploitation, including prostitution and brothels.
2. Increased punishment – Enhanced penalties for traffickers and pimps.
3. Focus on rehabilitation – Emphasizes rescue, rehabilitation, and social reintegration of victims.
4. Victim protection – Women exploited are treated as victims, not offenders.

3. DOMESTIC VIOLENCE ACT, 2005
Meaning
· The Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005 provides legal protection to women from domestic abuse by family members.
Key Features
1. Wide definition of domestic violence – Includes physical, verbal, emotional, sexual, and economic abuse.
2. Protection Orders – Court can issue restraining orders against the abuser.
3. Residence Rights – Women have the right to reside in the shared household.
4. Maintenance and Financial Support – Provides for monetary relief and compensation.
5. Counseling and Shelter – Authorities and NGOs can provide shelter homes, legal aid, and counseling.
6. Implementation – Enforcement by Protection Officers, Police, and Magistrates.
